"Knee jerk reactions like those suggested by the Institute of Directors - weakening legislation on driver
hours and reducing visa restrictions - will do more harm than good in the long term, creating health
and safety problems and breeding resentment.

“GMB will be submitting claims for significant rises right across the economy.

“That’s the only way we can stop our shelves running empty and factories standing idle - as well as
giving business the certainty it needs.
