GMB, the union for Wilko workers, has revealed the dates almost 2,000 staff will walk out over forced
weekend working.

Around 1,800 GMB members at two Wilko distribution centres — in Magor, Wales and Worksop,
Nottinghamshire — will strike as follows:

The industrial action is expected to cripple Wilko deliveries to stores across the UK.

“Wilko has always considered itself a family company - yet they're forcing contracts on staff that will
seriously impose on family time and workers” wellbeing.

“GMB members will stand together and show Wilko management how strongly we feel about these
harsh new contracts.”
